JPWISH PASSOVER

On the eve of the 28th of March
the eight day Jewish festival of
Passover begins.. Passover comme-
morates the liberation of the He-
brews from Egyptian slavery. Du-

ring the eight days of Passover it

is strictly forbidden to eat leavened
bread (CHOMETZj and the Jews
are permitted to eat unleavened
bread only (MATZOH), because
the Israelites had no time to wait
until the dough would become
leavened when they departed trom
Egypt and so they ate «MATZOH".
“The first two nights of Passover
are known as “SEDER"” (ORDER,
nights because the ceremonies in-
volving the reciting of certain pray-
ers by all present, the serving of
the specially prepared Passover
dishes at the festivity adorned ta-
ble, and the drinking of four cups
of wine at certain intervals, all
take place according to a certain
order (SEDER).
